30th May continued from South Africa - Part 2.
Hadn’t planned to come to Botswana and I’m afraid we’re not going to see much of it but as we are here, what can I tell you?
Well coming over the border was easy enough, just had to buy some temporary road tax which is 70 Pula for a one way trip (about £9).  The currency here is Pula divided into 100 thebe.  Pula means rain.

We’re entering Botswana a bit later than planned but we’ll see how far we get.  We’re following the Trans-Kalahari Highway, or Trans-Kgalagdi Highway as it’s known in Botswana, or A2 if you prefer.

Stop at Kanye (looks like a nice place) to get some money out of the ATM and then onwards.

We actually keep going as far as Kang Ultra Stop.  It sounds like a service station and it is.  However camping here, which all the books say is expensive in the whole country, costs us only P22 and is preferable to bush camping.

Get there in the dark and there is a superb sky.

31st May.  Total distance driven:  723km

After a very nice service station breakfast of bacon and eggs for me and mushroom omelette for AC we head on via Lone Tree, Tshootsha and Xanagas to Charles Hill (no I don’t know who he was).  Here, not having spent the money we got out on anything else, we stop to spend our remaining Pula on fuel.

We’ve had virtually no contact with local people but everyone we have spoken to has been very friendly and helpful.  And the people in Charles Hill are the same.

All we’ve seen of the country is the side of the A2 at about 80km/h.  It is essentially the same as parts of Namibia but with less fences.  That is flat, open and covered in scrub/bushes.  We passed quite a lot of animals but most were donkeys, cows or goats although we did see 1 kudu, 1 hartebeest and 1 snake.

And that’s it.  Botswana over and done.
